WOODWORKING SAFETY AND HEALTH Awareness DAY (SHAD)

Machinery risks will include safeguards and good working practice for high risk woodworking machines such as circular saw, cross-cut saw, band-saw, vertical spindle moulder and surface planer. Information on the safe use of nail guns will also be provided. You will also be given guidance on how to complete a risk assessment using the HSE woodworking risk assessment form.
