Drawings must be in dxf or dwg format (pdf drawings are not usable). They should be simplified, single layered, and with no colours or cross hatchings (outline only). They MUST BE 1:1 SCALE.
Weatherseals must be shown in position. All gaps must be drawn accurately if the simulation is to be accurate.

Drawings may illustrate the position of some of the materials, if necessary (such as the position of weatherseals where more than one are used).

We would be grateful if you could ensure that all corners are joined, and that there are no overlaps of two adjacent sections (e.g. gasket, which is often drawn suggesting that the gasket protrudes inside the wood of the frame). 

The views we need for the windows are all cross sectional (plan drawings are not required for the Standard Window in BR443). Drawings should exclude all ironmongery (ironmongery is irrelevant in thermal simulations), vents, transoms, glazing bars (solid or surface fixed), drainage holes, and any items such as glazing packers, which do not span the entire length of the profile.
