Entry Rules 

  Award entries are invited for individuals that demonstrate performance above and beyond the call of duty.
They’re individuals we work with who are worthy of recognition for their brilliance, innovation,
commitment, passion and focussed outcomes.

 Entries are invited from all areas of the business for individuals whose current position is below director
level.

 There are no limits on the number of entries per company, but only one entry per person.
 Previous winners or shortlisted entries cannot be submitted.
 Entry forms must be received by no later than 17:00 on Friday 1st September 2023

 The BWF Rising Star Award is specifically aimed at individuals working below director level within an organisation
that have shown exceptional promise and made a significant impact.

The BWF are looking for:

 Customer Service – An individual who goes the ‘extra mile’ to ensure that customers receive the best possible
experience. For example, they may have implemented a new customer journey process or a new ordering system
that has a positive outcome on both the customer and the business.

 Innovation – An individual who likes to solve problems and will work under their own initiative. For example,
implementing a training initiative that helps to overcome a challenge in a business and/or wider industry; Team/
Community for example, raising awareness of a health-related topic in the workplace and/or the wider industry.

 Business Transformation – An individual who has had a positive impact on the performance or efficiency of
the business through leading a project or implementing an initiative.
