Nomination forms are welcomed from all areas of a business – HR, Health & Safety, Quality, Customer Service, Finance, 
Sales, Marketing, Production, etc. Those shortlisted will likely have led a campaign and/or driven change in their business 
or the wider industry and set an example that inspires/challenges others to follow their lead.
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Judging Criteria 

 Rising Stars nominations are welcomed from every level and any department within a woodworking/joinery business.

We’re looking for individuals that demonstrate any one of the following key criteri : 
Customer Service – An individual who goes the ‘extra mile’ to ensure that customers receive the best possible
experience. For example, they may have implemented a new customer journey process or a new ordering system
that has a positive outcome on both the customer and the business;
Innovation – An individual who likes to solve problems and will work upon their own initiative. For example,
implementing a training initiative that helps to overcome a challenge in a business and/or wider industry;
Team/Community
For example, raising awareness of a health related topic in the workplace and/or the wider industry;
Business Transformation – An individual who has had a positive impact on business revenue through leading
a project or implementing an initiative.

Entry Requirements 
An individual must be nominated for the Rising Star Award.
